The What Works Clearinghouse is a primary source for information about the evidence base for programs. They look at the research on effectiveness of various programs and rate them as showing “Evidence of positive or potentially positive effects for at least one improvement outcome” or “Evidence of mixed or no discernable effects for all improvement outcomes.” 
73 programs are rated at the elementary level. Only two are rated at the highest level of “Evidence of positive or potentially positive effects for at least one improvement outcome.” These are: 
· Everyday Mathematics 
· Odyssey Math (an interactive software-based K–8 mathematics curriculum that includes individualized instructional and assessment components.) 
Five elementary programs are rated as having “Evidence of mixed or no discernable effects for all improvement outcomes.” The rest are listed as having “No studies meeting evidence standards.”
50 programs are rated at the middle school level. Only three are rated as having “Evidence of positive or potentially positive effects for at least one improvement outcome.”
